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Theses must be provided as Microsoft Office Word file (doc, docx) and as a separate pdf file. File name has to contain the last name of presenting author, initials and subject index (ex. SeldonH-L.docx). Report number has to be placed at the end of the files name if the author presents more than one report (ex. SeldonH-L1.docx).

This template is made using proper styles (Authors, Title, References etc.) that contain font and paragraph parameters, feel free to use them but please do not change. If you do not know how to work with styles, edit this template to suit your needs. You can find all necessary font and paragraph parameters of each style in table 1. Instructions in which case you should use each style are given in text below. Please note that you have to use dot as decimal mark.
The Title has to be typed using style “1.Title” and begin with the capital letter. All other words begin with low case letter except proper nouns. Author initials have to be placed after the last name and be separated with space character. Presenting author has to be emphasized with bold type. Authors should be typed using style “2.Authors”. Organizations, their addresses and zip codes have to be listed in separated lines using style “3.Organizations”. Organizations as well as authors should be marked by the corresponding upper indexes.

Main text has to be typed using style “4.Main Text”. All the materials, including title, headers, authors, equations, figures, tables and references must be fitted within a 11.2 cm × 16.8 cm rectangular areas. Please note that abstract must be 2 pages maximum. Last page must be at least 75% filled.
Figures should be placed in text boxes and inserted into text. One figure must occupy less than 25% of the page. Captions have to be typed using style “5.Captions”. Figures should be sent as separate files in jpg, png formats with at least 300dpi resolution or in wmf, emf vector formats. The example of figures file name – SeldonH-L1-fig1.png.

Tables have to be inserted into the text. Table captions should be placed in the first row (ex. Table 1) using style “5.Captions”. Please note that you have to remove left, right and upper borders of the first row (that contain table caption) before exporting paper to pdf format. Tables have to be filled using style “6.Tables”. Please put empty line after tables.

Equations and symbols have to be typed using Microsoft Equation 3.0. formula editor. In more later versions of Microsoft Word (2007, 2010, 2013, 2016, 365) it is available at Insert → Object → Microsoft Equation 3.0. Big equations have to be typed in table like eq. 1. 
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Please note that you have to remove borders of every table that contain equation before exporting paper to pdf format.
Reference list should contain last names and initials of authors, journal name, volume number (bold type), page number and year (in round brackets) separated by commas. Book reference have to include authors, publishing house and the year of publishing (in round brackets). Reference list has to be typed using style “7.References”. References in the text are given with numbers in square brackets [1].

We ask to follow these recommendations, otherwise it will be difficult to include your manuscript in the book of abstracts.
